In preparation for disasters, we have installed disaster
preparedness equipment in parks and are encouraging
communities to use it.

Based on "Edogawa City's Regional Disaster Preparedness Plan’, the
neighborhood associations and self-help disaster preparedness
organizations will take the lead in organizing evacuation through self-help
and mutual assistance in the event of an earthquake requiring residents to
evacuate. We have installed disaster preparedness equipment in parks in
times of disaster. After installing them, we have concluded a memorandum
on disaster preparedness equipment with local neighborhood associations,
requesting their use in community disaster preparedness drills and their
setup and operation in the event of a disaster.

Recognizing public toilets as a "social infrastructure service that connects
lives" due to their importance in evacuating, we have formulated Edogawa
City's disaster toilet securing and management plan with the aim of
establishing overall policies for securing and managing toilets. It outlines
basic policies for installing toilets for emergency use, and based on the plan,
we promote installing toilets in parks that can be used in emergencies.

As of April 2024, there are 95 parks in Edogawa City equipped with
disaster preparedness equipment (59 toilet stools, 19 utility hole toilets,
96 furnace benches, 65 disaster preparedness wells and 46 storage
benches).
