In Kobe City, in addition to the issues that arose when the 2024 Noto
Peninsula Earthquake occurred, we conducted a comprehensive review of
disaster measures throughout the city, considering the changes in social
conditions and advances in technology over time since the Great Hanshin-
Awaji Earthquake.

In the disaster preparedness drills, as part of our efforts to establish
evacuation centers where people can feel safe and healthy, one of the main
pillars of the comprehensive review, we held a demonstration experiment of an
evacuee registration system using the Individual Number Cards. We will
continue to explore ways to effectively use the Individual Number Card
information to quickly gather information on evacuees and provide them with
appropriate information and necessary supplies.

Through disaster preparedness drills, we hope to encourage people to think
about how to ensure a comfortable living environment in evacuation centers.

Ensuring safe and healthy living conditions at
evacuation centers
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Based on the issues that emerged when the 2024 Noto
Peninsula Earthquake occurred, Kobe City has updated its
disaster measures taken after the Great Hanshin-Awaji
Earthquake and is implementing hew measures.

Continued evacuation life increases the risk of death related to disasters. After the
2024 Noto Peninsula Earthquake, the number of disaster-related deaths continued
to rise, accounting for over 60% of the total earthquake-related deaths. In the
"Policies and guidelines for local governments on evacuation centers" and the
"Revised guidelines for securing and managing toilet facilities in evacuation
centers (December 2024)" released by the Disaster Management Bureau of the
Cabinet Office, it is necessary to effectively implement measures such as securing
and maintaining toilet facilities, ensuring the quality of meals, and securing living
space, with reference to international standards (Sphere Standards). It is
considered increasingly important to efficiently gather information on evacuees
and prepare for stress-free life in evacuation centers.
